Amendments to K.A.R. 7-21-1 and 7-21-2 require sub-
stantial upgrades to the physical and cyber security re-
quirements for counties. To defray costs, the Secretary of
State offered grants to cover 90% of the costs to the coun-
ties. The grants will total about $1.9 million.

Amendments to K.A.R. 7-47-1, 7-24-2, 7-28-1, 7-36-6,
6-1-1, 6-1-2, 7-23-2, 7-27-1, 7-36-1, 7-36-2, 7-36-3, and 7-38-
1 make incremental updates, improvements, or clarifica-
tions to existing regulations. Amending these regulations
imposes no economic burdens on county election staff
and imposes no environmental impact.

Amendments to K.A.R. 7-23-4, 7-25-1, 7-26-1, and 7-26-

This 60-day notice of the public hearing shall consti-
tute a public comment period for the purpose of receiv-
ing written public comments on the proposed regula-
tions. Comments may be submitted prior to the hearing
to Clay Barker, General Counsel, Office of the Secretary
of State, Memorial Hall, 120 SW 10th Ave., Topeka, KS
66612-1594, or to clay.barker2@ks.gov. All interested par-
ties will be given a reasonable opportunity at the hearing
to present their views. Additionally, interested parties
wanting to participate remotely may contact Clay Barker
at clay.barker2@ks.gov to obtain remote access informa-
tion. It may be necessary to request each participant to
limit any oral presentation to five minutes.

Any individual with a disability may request accom-
modation to participate in the public hearing and may
request the proposed regulations and economic impact
statements in an accessible format.

Article 12.—INCOME TAX

92-12-150. Workforce retention incentive income
tax credit; “credit” defined, requirements. (a) As used in
this regulation and K.A.R. 92-12-151, “credit” means the
Kansas workforce retention incentive income tax credit.

(b) For determining whether any individual has ful-
(continued)
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filled the requirements to qualify for the credit, the fol-
lowing terms, as used in K.S.A. 2023 Supp. 74-32,287, and
amendments thereto, shall have the following meanings:

(1) “Commenced service as a military servicemember”
means entered into a service commitment to any branch
of the United States armed services, United States mili-
tary reserves, or national guard of any state at any time
after receiving an adult learner grant award.

(2) “Currently employed in the state of Kansas” means
employed in Kansas for any part of the taxable year for
which the credit is claimed.

(3) “Currently reside in Kansas” means reside in Kan-
sas for any part of the taxable year for which the credit
is claimed.

(4) “Employed in the state of Kansas” means:

(i) having any type of employment, including full-
time salaried or hourly employment, part-time salaried
or hourly employment for any number of hours, or self-
employment, that is physically performed in Kansas or
that is performed for an employer that is physically lo-
cated in Kansas, or for which that individual is issued
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a W-2, 1099, or other wage and tax statement showing
Kansas withholding or estimated tax to Kansas; or

(ii) serving in the armed forces of the United States, or
serving in support of those armed forces, in an area des-
ignated by the president of the United States by execu-
tive order as a “combat zone” as defined under 26 U.S.C.
§ 112 at any time during the period designated by the
president by executive order as the period of combatant
activities in that zone for the purposes of that section.
