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Economic Impact

Cost to the agency: Full implementation of the proposed
regulations will require one additional full-time employee
at an estimated cost of $67,000 per year to the agency.

Cost to the public and regulated community: The pro-
posed regulations will not increase or decrease costs
to the general public. However, the proposed new and
amended regulations have already cost regulated public
water supply systems. Public water supply systems that
are required to conduct the necessary sampling, analysis,
and monitoring, and in those cases where standards are
exceeded, to provide improved treatment for the control
of contaminants in order to achieve standards, bear addi-
tional costs. The actual costs of compliance are extremely
variable depending on the current system size, age, raw
water quality, and treatment capabilities.

Cost to other governmental agencies or units: There are
no known additional costs to other governmental agen-
cies or units.
